Dear Rousseau Families, 
There is no more powerful combination than parents 
and teachers working together to help a child succeed 
in school.  The cement of this relationship is effective communication.  
Teachers realize that they cannot do the best possible 
job of educating each child without the help of the child’s parents/guardians. 
Parent-Teacher conferences are one way to enhance communication and offer 
opportunities to strengthen cooperative efforts between parents, students, 
and teachers. The parents/guardian can supply information about the child 
that can be very useful to the teacher, while the teacher can offer 
suggestions on how parents/guardians can help with the education process at 
home.   
 Third quarter conferences at Rousseau School are scheduled for the evenings 
of February 19th (4 – 7 p.m.) and February 21st (4 – 7 p.m.).  We look forward 
to this important opportunity to visit with you about your child’s progress.  

          Attendance Matters 
  Because we know that students who attend school regularly and on time 
perform better in school, we continue to be diligent about improving the daily 
attendance and tardy rate at Rousseau Elementary.  For students absent from 
school more than 5 days in a quarter, a letter of concern and a copy of the 
attendance record will be sent to inform parents of the situation and offer 
assistance.  Letters are again sent when absences reach 10,15, or 20 days of 
school.  We certainly understand, however, that during the height of cold and 
flu season students may miss school for more than a day or two and for their 
health and the health of others they need to stay home.  The letter is our way 
of keeping you informed of your child’s attendance record and is Lincoln Public 
Schools district policy.  
  When students are tardy 5 times, a computer-generated letter is also sent to 
parents.  Many times, as a result of the letter, we learn that parents are 
unaware that their child is not arriving to class on time.  In that case, school 
staff may then meet with the student and develop a plan for how to arrive in 
their classroom on time.  With each subsequent tardy, another letter is 
generated.  It is at this point that we will contact parents by phone to see if 
there is anything else we can do to help.  It is our hope that by working 
together we can help children develop habits of regular attendance and 
punctuality. 
 Thank you for your continuing support.  Our collective efforts and partnership 
will contribute greatly to our mission at Rousseau School… LEARN, THINK, 
AND LEAD with character.

Is your child too sick to come to school? 
  Recently, this question has come up.  It is difficult to answer, 
except on a one on one basis, so here are some basic guidelines 

to help determine if you should send your child to 
school if they are not feeling the best: 
¾ If a child has a fever greater than 100, 

they need to stay home, and the LLCHD 
recommends they are out of school until they are fever 
free for 24 hours. 

¾ If your child has vomited, you should wait 24 hours after 
they have last vomited to return to school. 

¾ If your child has diarrhea, do not send them if they have 
had 4 or more diarrhea stools. 

¾ If your child has a severe cough or cold that is 
preventing them from participating in school or if they 
are having difficulty controlling their secretions, keep 
them home. 

¾ If your child wakes up with a pink/red eye with matter in 
it, keep them home and call your physician. 

¾ If you have other questions/concerns, please feel free to 
contact the health office at your school or your 
physician. 

¾ A community option is the St. Elizabeth’s Telephone Line 
to Care: 219-7000. 

¾ LPS Health Services Exclusion Criteria: 
o Temp of >100. 
o Head lice. 
o Undiagnosed skin rash or lesion. 
o Inflamed red or draining eyes. 
o Vomiting and/or diarrhea. 
o Frequent, persistent cough 
o Earache or ear drainage 
o Sores that appear infected or draining 
o Questionable illness or injuries which may require 

evaluation by a physician 
 
As always, help your child maintain good health by being sure 
they get an appropriate balance of activity, rest and sleep, a 
healthy diet, plenty of water to drink, and encouraging hand 
washing—still the easiest way to prevent the spread of germs. 
Do not hesitate to contact the health office if you have any 
questions.
